Roman painter Marco Filippetti could be called 
a landscape artist, in that he considers the human 
body as the ultimate frontier to explore. His quest 
for the essence of the human form has led him to 
approach it from every possible angle, venturing 
into the representation of irrational thought, sports, 
and eroticism.
His artworks are on display in all of Federico’s 
apartments and in the multifunctional space and 
luggage storage located at Via Ostilia 4b. All paint-
ings are available for purchase.

Located near Tivoli, a few miles outside Rome, the world-famous 
Villa Adriana appears as a rich complex of buildings built gradual-
ly and extended over a large area, which must have covered about 
120 hectares, in an area rich in water.  Among the many rustic 
villas that since the republican age had been constructed between 
Rome and Tivoli, there was already one built in the early 1st centu-
ry BC and enlarged at the time of Julius Caesar, and later possibly 
belonging to the Emperor Hadrian’s wife, Vibia Sabina, who came 
from a family of ancient Italic nobility.  The Emperor Hadrian is 
therefore the origin of the name of this villa, which over the years 
became incorporated into the Imperial Palace.  In 1999 Villa Adri-
ana was declared a World Heritage Site by UNESCO.
